
 The Affects Of Your Absence 
 “My mouth will speak the praise of the Lord, and let all flesh bless his holy name for ever and ever.”  (Psalm 145:21) 

 
How does “flesh” bless God’s holy name?  We are used to blessing God with our hearts, our souls, our minds, our wills -- 
intangible parts of ourselves -- but what of flesh, the solid substance in which we walk and talk and move and act in this 
world? 
 
Flesh blesses God’s holy name whenever it gets dressed, walks or drives to church, and takes the heart and mind and will 
inside to worship.  Then, together, they lift up before God a harmony of rejoicing. 

 
Flesh blesses God’s holy name when it bends and strives, struggles and rests and does work.  The flesh takes the 
intentions of the mind and clothes them in useful form to help others.  The flesh takes the will and incorporates it in faith ful 
service.  The flesh takes the soul and implants it in visible acts of caring. 
 
Flesh blesses God’s name when it takes a stubborn, prideful will, carries it to the person it has misused and stands before 
the offended one until an apology is forthcoming.  Flesh collects a paycheck earned with faithful toil and gives a part of it 
back to do God’s work around the world -- an act we commonly misattribute to heart and spirit and soul. 
 

Paul says in I Corinthians 12:27, “that you are the body of Christ, and each of you is a part of it.”   The church is made of 

“flesh” that carries within it the image of Christ.  Collectively, we are the church, and the church is made of “flesh”, 
representing the physical presence of Christ in our community and the world.  Your presence and gifted participation is 
extremely important in assuring that the body of Christ functions in a healthy manner. 
 
Your absences from the body of Christ can and do affect the ministry of Christ through his body, the church.  What I am 
trying  to say is that you are greatly missed and needed.  I am asking that you get your “flesh” back into the body of Christ.
